We will treat all YL’s as young adults, but we expect maturity, responsibility and co-operation in return.
Copies of OBE permission to camp and shooting forms must be brought with you and handed over when you book in – This includes all Scouts, Young Leaders and simplified health forms for all your ADULTS.
To fill in on computer: Click on left side of name boxes and the centre of other boxes
Crew Form 2011 – Operation Bald Eagle – Notes.
This form should record everyone that will attend Operation Bald Eagle in any capacity at all, who are not Scouts recorded on the scouts “Teams Form”. All such adults must hold a Scouting appointment registered with HQ, no other adults are allowed to attend. Appointments such as “Occasional Helper” are acceptable if registered at HQ.
Please print clearly and use the adults name as registered on the HQ database as people working with our youth members. The Position column is the adults Scouting appointment, as registered with HQ, abbreviations can be used. In line with good safeguarding practice, random checks will be made. Ages should be on last day of camp.
Adults (Helping OBE): This part of the form is for all Adults who are willing to help out with the organisation and running of the Operation Bald Eagle event. As a minimum you must have at least one member of your adult team available to help. Operation Bald Eagle would not be able to run but for the help of those Scouters attending the event. No attendance charge is made for Adult Scouters willing to offer real help to Operation Bald Eagle

Other (NOT Helping OBE): This part of the form is for all adults who are not able to help with the organisation or running of the Operation Bald Eagle event (such as a camp cook). Adults in this category will be required to pay a nominal attendance fee. We make every effort to arrange the event in such a manner that Leaders are able to help OBE as much as possible. i.e. we provide the “Eyrie” to keep Scouts warm, fed and watered after they return from the night hike, should your leaders still be off site helping. 
Temporary Passes: Please include two types of Leaders here. Even if included in other sections on the form. 

1. Any camp crew who are attending just to help erect or take down your camp site but not staying for the event. Such people must be Adults. They must hold a registered HQ Scouting appointment, even if only as an Occasional Helper. They may only enter the site after 18:00 on Friday and must leave before 22:00. Plus they must not attend on Sunday until after 09:00 hrs. 
2. Any camping Adult Leader or YL, who will be arriving in a vehicle carrying BULK camping gear and who will need to enter the camping area with that vehicle. Not needed if they can register and obtain their full weekend pass before entering the camping ground.
People listed in this section will be issued with a named pass voucher, a few days before the start of the event. They must bring the voucher with them on the day and it will be exchanged for a Temporary Pass. If the Leader is attending for the whole weekend they will also receive a full pass or wrist band upon registration, at which time we ask them to please remove and return their temporary passes this can be done when a leader attends the Friday evening briefing meeting.
Young Leaders: Places for Young Leaders are limited. If they are allowed to attend they must be supervised at all times (PO&R). They must be registered as YL’s with your District. They must normally work as YL’s within the Troop that is attending. They must have completed their compulsory Modular training (“A”). They will camp and eat with your Troop but be part of the OBE YL Unit and they should be willing to undertake tasks asked of them by the OBE YL co-ordinator. Importantly, they will not be allowed to participate in the night hike other than when helping other leaders. Although YL’s are part of the youth sections in Scouting we will, as far as rules allow, treat them with respect as young adults, but we expect them to show maturity, responsibility and respect in return. If any of your YL’s are not yet mature enough for this challenge, we would suggest they should not be attending.
Please note: Ordinary Explorer Scouts cannot attend Bald Eagle. Camp Cockerel would be more suitable for such Explorers and is organised by Kidderminster District, normally based at Rhydd Covert Scout camp site.
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
